God’s law emphasizes justice for the poor: 

• Bribes - Deuteronomy 16:19 
 
 

• Canceling debts - Deuteronomy 15:1-2 
 
 

• Land returned to family, Year of Jubilee - Leviticus 25:8-55 
 
 

• Gleaning Laws - Leviticus 19:9-10 
 
 

• Result of following these laws? No poor among you - 
Deuteronomy 15:4-5
