INTRODUCTION 

Jesus is King 

1 Timothy 6:15 NAS which He will bring about at the proper time—He who is the blessed 

and only Sovereign, the King of kings and Lord of lords, 

Psalm 10:16 NKJV The Lord is King forever and ever; The nations have perished out of 

His land. 

Revelation 1:4 NKJV John, to the seven churches which are in Asia: Grace to you and 

peace from Him who is and who was and who is to come, and from the seven Spirits who 

are before His throne, 

He reigns past, present and future. He is raising “kings” to reign with Him “to rule”. 
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Revelation 20:6 NKJV Blessed and holy is he who has part in the first resurrection. Over 

such the second death has no power, but they shall be priests of God and of Christ, and 

shall reign with Him a thousand years. 

We are training for reigning and schooling for ruling. 

Revelation 1:5-6 NKJV and from Jesus Christ, the faithful witness, the firstborn from the 

dead, and the ruler over the kings of the earth. To Him who loved us and washed us from 

our sins in His own blood, 6 and has made us kings and priests to His God and Father, to 

Him be glory and dominion forever and ever. Amen. 

Romans 5:17 Passion Translation Death once held us in its grip, and by the blunder of 

one man, death reigned as king over humanity. But now, how much more are we held in 

the grip of grace and continue reigning as kings in life, enjoying our regal freedom through 

the gift of perfect righteousness in the one and only Jesus, the Messiah! 

1. Developing The Personality of a King. 

A. Sermon on the Mount. Taught “godly character first.” Matthew 5-7 

• This life is a proving ground on “how we treat others.” 

Proverbs 20:28 NKJV Mercy and truth preserve the king, and by 

lovingkindness he upholds his throne. 

• Gifts can bring you before Kings and his throne, only upright character can 

give you a throne of your own. 

Proverbs 18:16 NKJV A man’s gift makes room for him, and brings him 

before great men. 

• “just and lowly” 
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Zechariah 9:9 NKJV “Rejoice greatly, O daughter of Zion! Shout, O 

daughter of Jerusalem! Behold, your King is coming to you; He is just and 

having salvation, lowly and riding on a donkey, a colt, the foal of a donkey. 

• “very compassionate and merciful” 

James 5:11 NKJV Indeed we count them blessed who endure. You have 

heard of the perseverance of Job and seen the end intended by the Lord—that 

the Lord is very compassionate and merciful. 

• “Jesus demonstrated character is the path to exaltation” 

Philippians 2:5-11 NKJV Let this mind be in you which was also in Christ 

Jesus, 6 who, being in the form of God, did not consider it robbery to be equal 

with God, 7 but made Himself of no reputation, taking the form of a 

bondservant, and coming in the likeness of men. 8 And being found in 

appearance as a man, He humbled Himself and became obedient to the point 

of death, even the death of the cross. 9 Therefore God also has highly exalted 

Him and given Him the name which is above every name, 10 that at the 

name of Jesus every knee should bow, of those in heaven, and of those on 

earth, and of those under the earth, 11 and that every tongue should confess 

that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father. 

B. Wisdom of a King. 

2 Chronicles 1:7-10 NKJV On that night God appeared to Solomon, and said to 

him, “Ask! What shall I give you?” 8 And Solomon said to God: “You have shown 

great mercy to David my father, and have made me king in his place. 9 Now, O 

Lord God, let Your promise to David my father be established, for You have made 

me king over a people like the dust of the earth in multitude. 10 Now give me 

wisdom and knowledge, that I may go out and come in before this people; for who 

can judge this great people of Yours?” 
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Proverbs 8:12 NKJV “I, wisdom, dwell with prudence, and find out knowledge and 

discretion. 

Proverbs 8:15-21 NKJV (coming up a series on James) By me kings reign, and 

rulers decree justice. 16 By me princes rule, and nobles, all the judges of the earth. 17 

I love those who love me, and those who seek me diligently will find me. 18 Riches 

and honor are with me, enduring riches and righteousness. 19 My fruit is better than 

gold, yes, than fine gold, and my revenue than choice silver. 20 I traverse the way of 

righteousness, in the midst of the paths of justice, 21 That I may cause those who 

love me to inherit wealth, that I may fill their treasuries. 

Proverbs 16:10 NAS A divine verdict is on the lips of the king; His mouth should 

not err in judgment. 

1 Kings 3:16-28, vs.28 NKJV (problem solving and settling disputes) Now two 

women who were harlots came to the king, and stood before him. 17 And one 

woman said, “O my lord, this woman and I dwell in the same house; and I gave 

birth while she was in the house. 18 Then it happened, the third day after I had 

given birth, that this woman also gave birth. And we were together; no one was 

with us in the house, except the two of us in the house. 19 And this woman’s son 

died in the night, because she lay on him. 20 So she arose in the middle of the night 

and took my son from my side, while your maidservant slept, and laid him in her 

bosom, and laid her dead child in my bosom. 21 And when I rose in the morning to 

nurse my son, there he was, dead. But when I had examined him in the morning, 

indeed, he was not my son whom I had borne.” 22 Then the other woman said, “No! 

But the living one is my son, and the dead one is your son.” And the first woman 

said, “No! But the dead one is your son, and the living one is my son.” Thus they 

spoke before the king. 23 And the king said, “The one says, ‘This is my son, who 

lives, and your son is the dead one’; and the other says, ‘No! But your son is the dead 

one, and my son is the living one.’ ” 24 Then the king said, “Bring me a sword.” So 

they brought a sword before the king. 25 And the king said, “Divide the living child 

in two, and give half to one, and half to the other.” 26 Then the woman whose son 
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was living spoke to the king, for she yearned with compassion for her son; and she 

said, “O my lord, give her the living child, and by no means kill him!” But the other 

said, “Let him be neither mine nor yours, but divide him.” 27 So the king answered 

and said, “Give the first woman the living child, and by no means kill him; she is 

his mother.” 28 And all Israel heard of the judgment which the king had rendered; 

and they feared the king, for they saw that the wisdom of God was in him to 

administer justice. 

C. Obtaining Wisdom 

• Pray in known and unknown tongues. 

James 1:5 NKJV If any of you lacks wisdom, let him ask of God, who gives 

to all liberally and without reproach, and it will be given to him. 

• Tap the anointing within by praying in the spirit. 

1 Corinthians 1:30 NKJV But of Him you are in Christ Jesus, who became 

for us wisdom from God—and righteousness and sanctification and 

redemption 

1 Corinthians 14:15 NKJV What is the conclusion then? I will pray with 

the spirit, and I will also pray with the understanding. I will sing with the 

spirit, and I will also sing with the understanding. 

Proverbs 18:4 NKJV The words of a man’s mouth are deep waters; The 

wellspring of wisdom is a flowing brook. 

• God’s Will is Wisdom for your life. 

Colossians 1:9 NKJV For this reason we also, since the day we heard it, do 

not cease to pray for you, and to ask that you may be filled with the 

knowledge of His will in all wisdom and spiritual understanding; 
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• Walk with the Wise 

Proverbs 13:20 NKJV He who walks with wise men will be wise, but the 

companion of fools will be destroyed. 

2. Drink from Deeper Water. 

John 7:37-38 NKJV On the last day, that great day of the feast, Jesus stood and 

cried out, saying, “If anyone thirsts, let him come to Me and drink. 38 He who 

believes in Me, as the Scripture has said, out of his heart will flow rivers of living 

water.” 

A. The Chart of Three Rivers - Fairmont is prophetic, has three rivers. 

Mark 4:24 Amplified Then He said to them, “Pay attention to what you hear. By 

your own standard of measurement [that is, to the extent that you study spiritual 

truth and apply godly wisdom] it will be measured to you [and you will be given 

even greater ability to respond]—and more will be given to you besides. 

Job 28:10 Amplified “He cuts out channels and passages among the rocks; and his 

eye sees every precious thing. 

3. Dominate the Enemies 

A. Jesus operated in Kingly Anointing 

1 John 3:8 NKJV He who sins is of the devil, for the devil has sinned from the 

beginning. For this purpose the Son of God was manifested, that He might 

destroy the works of the devil. 

Acts 10:38 NKJV how God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Spirit and 

with power, who went about doing good and healing all who were oppressed by 

the devil, for God was with Him. 
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B. Ruled over Self - putting God’s will ahead of my own. 

Matthew 16:21-24 NKJV From that time Jesus began to show to His disciples 

that He must go to Jerusalem, and suffer many things from the elders and chief 

priests and scribes, and be killed, and be raised the third day. 22 Then Peter took 

Him aside and began to rebuke Him, saying, “Far be it from You, Lord; this shall 

not happen to You!” 23 But He turned and said to Peter, “Get behind Me, Satan! 

You are an offense to Me, for you are not mindful of the things of God, but the 

things of men.” 24 Then Jesus said to His disciples, “If anyone desires to come 

after Me, let him deny himself, and take up his cross, and follow Me. 

C. Ruled over Demons 

Luke 4:36 NKJV Then they were all amazed and spoke among themselves, 

saying, “What a word this is! For with authority and power He commands the 

unclean spirits, and they come out.” 

D. Ruled over Disease 

Luke 4:40 NKJV When the sun was setting, all those who had any that were 

sick with various diseases brought them to Him; and He laid His hands on every 

one of them and healed them. 

E. Ruled over Death 

Luke 7:12-16 NKJV And when He came near the gate of the city, behold, a 

dead man was being carried out, the only son of his mother; and she was a 

widow. And a large crowd from the city was with her. 13 When the Lord saw 

her, He had compassion on her and said to her, “Do not weep.” 14 Then He came 

and touched the open coffin, and those who carried him stood still. And He said, 

“Young man, I say to you, arise.” 15 So he who was dead sat up and began to 

speak. And He presented him to his mother. 16 Then fear came upon all, and 
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they glorified God, saying, “A great prophet has risen up among us”; and, “God 

has visited His people.” 

F. You have same Authority and Power available to you. 

Your Christian destiny is “Royal”, you are Kings (male and female) that must be taught 

for rule in life so that you may rule in eternity.
