Pastor Hightower returned to the pulpit after one month of recovering
from kidney surgery. First, it was great to have our pastor back in the
pulpit. The congregation received him as only a congregation can receive
its Pastor. The essence of Verse 5 deals with Hezekiah's response to God’s
message in Verses 1-3. In those verses, God told Hezekiah that he needed
to get his affairs in order because his death was at hand. During his
sermon, Pastor Hightower shared three important points.

God is God even when you don’t understand the message. Whatever
you are going through---God is still God. You might not understand it,
but God understands it. And if He understands it, you don’t need to
understand it. That is why He told us to walk by faith and not by sight.

God is God when you do understand the message. Hezehiah
understood the message. He was not confused. So he did the one
thing he knew how to do, he prayed to his God. And his God
answered his prayers. The songwriter was right. He told the whole
world, I want you to know that God is keeping me. 

The First Message Might Not Be the Last Message. Hezekiah's first
message was that he was going to die. But when he prayed, he
received a second message. This message told him, “I have heard
your prayer, I have seen your tears; surely I will add to your days
fifteen years.
