1. When God does something for you, regardless of how folks ask the
question, you should have the same testimony.

2. When you need God to do something that only He can do, we need
to follow His instructions.

3. For God to do something for us we have to believe and not doubt.

Rev. Messenger spoke on the
subject of Great Faith and the lesson centered on two verses:

Luke 7:9 When Jesus heard this, he was amazed at him, and
turning to the crowd following him, he said, “I tell you, I have
not found such great faith even in Israel.”

Truly I tell you, if you have faith as small as a mustard seed,
you can say to this mountain, ‘Move from here to there,’ and
it will move. Nothing will be impossible for you.”
