In this portion of scripture, two women had baby boys 3 days apart.
Shortly after giving birth, one of the mothers rolled over her child and
smothered him. Late into the night, she took her dead son and exchanged
him for the other mother’s live son. After a great deal of disagreement, the
case was brought before King Solomon. King Solomon's solution was that
each mother should get half of the child. To accomplish this, he ordered
the child cut in half. The real mother told the king that rather than see her
child killed, she preferred the child go to the other woman. The king knew
then who the child belonged to!

Pastor Griffin made three points regarding this biblical story.
1. There is a bond between a mother and a child that cannot be denied.
2. A real mother will do what is best for the child, even to the detriment

of herself.
3. When you pray, prayer has the power to change things.
