A Miracle Piece Ways Down The Road - John Chapter 4, Verses 46-50

In this text, Jesus returned to Cana, where He had turned water into wine.
On this day, a nobleman approached Jesus about going to Capernaum to
heal his son, who was at the point of death. This short text revealed several
things that might help us on this journey.

1  There were three people of the text.st

The petitioner, the patient, and the physician.
The petitioner was a nobleman. 
The patient was his son. 
The physician was Dr. Jesus.

2  There was the Petition’s Plea.nd

It was personal - he went to see the physician himself
It was passionat - he told Jesus, if you don’t come, my son will die.
It was problematic - he did believe Jesus could heal the boy from a
distance.

3  There was the Prescription for the Patient.rd

When you go to the doctor - he or she writes out a prescription.
The prescription tells us to take this before bed. 
Or take this with food. 
Or take this three times a day. 

In Verse 50, Jesus lays out the man’s prescription - He said Go thy way, thy
son liveth.
