In this text, we see a good man doing his best to stand on God's promises.
He is trying not to wobble. In Bible Study, we adopted the term "wobble."
Wobbling is when you are trying to stand. It is when you are trying to hold
on. It is when you are trying your best not to give up, not to throw in the
towel. This man has many reasons to wobble. In verse 15, some bad men
took his oxen and his donkeys. In verse 16, fire fell down from the sky and
destroyed his sheep. In verse 17, three raiding parties took his camels. In
verse 19, a mighty wind killed his 10 children. And based on what we are
going through, we are tempted to wobble. Gas and food prices are sky-
high, inflation is at a higher level than in many years, poor people are
getting poorer, and rich people are getting richer. There were many
reasons the man could have wobbled.
