Ascension Sunday

The Solemnity of the Ascension commemorates Jesus' return to heaven forty days after his
resurrection. Thus, Ascension Day falls 40 days after Easter, on the 6th Thursday of Easter.
In 2026, Ascension Day falls on May 14th . In the tradition of many Protestant churches,
we celebrate the Ascension on the Sunday following Ascension Day.

The liturgical color for Ascension Sunday is white. White symbolizes purity, holiness, and
virtue, as well as respect and reverence. White is used for all high Holy Days and festival
days of the church year.
