MINISTRY SPOTLIGHT 

The country is on a slippery slope into poverty, 
especially now that the government is talking 
about ending subsidies of food and fuel 
products. The government is bankrupt because 

the political leaders stole billions of dollars over the past 30 years. 
 

These same leaders left over from the civil war, and Hizbollah at their head, are now 
seeking donations from Lebanese expats overseas. We know of one who was in Houston 
last week for that very purpose. They will use these funds to stay in power; they plan to 
replace government subsidies with their party-issued coupons. This means that the 
people of Lebanon are facing a new decision: kiss the hand that feeds you, or starve. We 
are trying to communicate to the expats we know not to send funds through a 
government agency or political party. This will only strengthen their chokehold on the 
throats of the Lebanese people. Please give to NGOs like CBS Lebanon that you know will 
deliver the funds directly to needy people, without any strings attached.  
 

Our role in Lebanon is becoming more critical and every dollar we send has a greater 
impact. Our teachers represent a pocket of people who have the option of rejecting the 
tyranny of the political leaders and taking refuge in the Lord. A win for them is a win for 
the Kingdom of God! 
 

CBS Lebanon is trying to finish paying what Access International School owes its staff from 
previous years. We sent them a wire in the last week of March, so they had some US 
dollars in hand and that was a great answer to their prayers. We need to do this again this 
month.
