 “But when they believed Philip as he was proclaiming the good news about the

kingdom of God and the name of Jesus Christ, they began to 
be baptized, both men and women.”

Meditation
While we are looking at what we can learn from the early church, the
passage we consider today doesn’t mention the church at all. But, it 
does share two powerful stories about the gospel being shared and

spread as the result of persecution. 
In one case the message is validated by signs and wonders, but in the
other the message is shared from the Scripture. In the first instance 

the message is shared because opportunity presented itself, 
and in the second as the result of divine direction. 

Pray today that we would be motivated to share in similar ways, both at
God’s direction and simply when the opportunity arises. And pray that 

we would share simply because we have received something 
from God that is too good to keep to ourselves.

Recently, several FBC supported missionaries have indicated that they
are suffering financially due to loss of support and/or increased living

expenses. The church currently supports approximately twenty
missionaries or mission organizations out of its budget on a monthly
basis. We are sometimes able to meet additional financial requests

from our missionaries, however the number of requests received in the
past few months has exceeded what we have experienced in the past. 

Given the recent budgetary challenges that the church is facing, the
missions team is reluctant to prioritize any one need, missionary or

ministry over another. However, we do not want the congregation to be
unaware that missions needs exist and that some are quite urgent. If

you feel called to support global missions beyond what the church
supports through your normal tithes and offerings, we would be glad to
