the son (as was supposed) of Joseph, the son of Heli.”

3.Vs 38
a) Which was the son of Adam, which was the son of God"

4. So, we know the New Testament begins with a long list of names. (Genealogies)

5.1 Chronicles 4:9-10
a) That's the prayer of Jabez.

6. There are hidden treasures in these list of names.
7.1 Timothy 3:16
8. The genealogy of Jesus in Matthew 1.
a) Here is that Jesus is a descendant of Abraham and also descendent of David. .
1) That is important to the Jews.
b) In the book of Matthew an emphasis is made upon legal bloodlines of Jesus, his
legal right to the Throne.
1) His right as Messiah, the Savior of the world.

3.2 Samuel 7:10-16

1) A permanent home
2) Perpetual house (dynasty) and throne
3) A forever kingdom
b) The dynasty (seed) would flow through David's son Soloman

4. Matthew 1:6
a) "David the king"
b) "And David was the father of Soloman"

5. When Jesus came, it was to be redeemer and ruler.
a) He came to be the Messiah of the Jewish people.

B. JESUS CAME TO BE REDEEMER
1. Luke 2:11
a) "For unto you is born this day in the city of David a Savior, who is
Christ the Lord.”
2. That's what Christmas is all about.
a) We are sinners, but Jesus came into the world to die on the Cross to be

our Savior.

1. Jeremiah 22:24-30

3. Matthew 1:11
