a)Vs 1
1) "oracle” - means a heavy burden or judgment
2) "Damascus” - was one of Israel's worst enemies, and Damascus was a main
target of judgment by God through Alexander the Great.

b)Vs 1-8
1) Deals with Alexander the Greats victories given 200 years before he
marched through Israel.
2) Those victories foreshadow, what Christ will do in His second coming @
the end of the Tribulation Period.
3) Matthew 24:21

c) Chapter 9:1-8 is prophesying about the military campaign of Greece.
1) Daniel 2:31-45

a) "I will cut off the chariot from Ephraim”
1) "Ephraim” - represented the northern kingdom of Israel, who

often relied on military might and alliances for security.

b) "and the war horse from Jerusalem"
1) Psalm 20:7

c) “and the battle bow shall be cut off”
1) Isaiah 2:4

d) "Then He shall speak peace to the nations"
1) Genesis 22:18

B. THE EXERCISE OF WORLDWIDE DOMINANCE

1. Zechariah 9:10b
a) “his rule shall be from sea to sea, and from the River to the
ends of the earth"
