Notes Overview

STORY: English Poet Samuel Coleridge talked with a man 
who did not believe that children should be given any 
religious instruction at all.  This man claimed that a child’s 
mind should not be prejudiced in any direction, and 
when he got older he should be permitted to choose his 
religious options for himself.


Coleridge asked his visitor if he would like to see his 
garden.  The man said yes. Coleridge took him out into 
the garden where only weeds were growing.  The man 
looked at Coleridge in surprise and said, “Why this is not 
a garden! There is nothing but weeds here!”   Coleridge 
answered, “Well, you see, I did not wish to infringe upon 
the liberty of the garden in any way, I was just giving the 
garden a chance to express itself and to choose its own 
production.”

WHAT JESUS SAYS ABOUT CHILDREN


Q: Who is the “greatest?” Disciples question


A. WHOEVER HUMBLES like this child. Become as little 
children. Not the scholar who knows more, strongest, 
achieve the most…follow laws perfectly. 




“Then Jesus called a little child to Him, set him in the 
midst of them, 3 and said, “Assuredly, I say to you, unless 
you are converted and become as little children, you will 
by no means enter the kingdom of heaven. 4 Therefore 
whoever humbles himself as this little child is the 
greatest in the kingdom of heaven. 5 Whoever receives 
one little child like this in My name receives Me. 
6 “Whoever causes one of these little ones who believe in 
Me to sin, it would be better for him if a millstone were 
hung around his neck, and he were drowned in the depth 
of the sea.”  Matthew 18:2-6 NKJV

B. LET THEM COME-DON’T HINDER THEM!  He took 
them up close! Don’t FORBID-  (Greek word Koluo 
(Ko-loo-o). FORBID-Prevent by word or act. Hinder, 
keep from, withstand. 


“Then they brought little children to Him, that He might 
touch them; but the disciples rebuked those who brought 
them. 14 But when Jesus saw it, He was greatly displeased 
and said to them, “Let the little children come to Me, and 
do not forbid them; for of such is the kingdom of God. 
15 Assuredly, I say to you, whoever does not receive the 
kingdom of God as a little child will by no means enter it.” 



16 And He took them up in His arms, laid His hands on 
them, and blessed them.” Mark 10:13-16 NKJV


It is our responsibility to ensure that our words, our 
actions, are helping pave a way TO Jesus, and not 

preventing or hindering them. 


1. CHILDREN ARE IMPORTANT IN THE BODY OF 
CHRIST & IN REVIVAL


a. He will pour His Spirit out on all…(Ref. Acts 2:17-18). 
Jesus moves through children simply. Love, 
compassion, Boldness. They dream dreams, see 
visions, discern, speak simply and profoundly at the 
same time.

Apologize. Humbly.


- Celebrate the dreamer! Fuel Creativity! 




- Take responsibility 1st as the Spiritual leader in your 
home. Live a true, authentic relationship with Christ 
yourself.
