The story of Joseph becomes our anchor point, showing us how
human-inspired evil—the betrayal by his brothers—was not orchestrated by God, yet God worked powerfully
through it to bring about salvation for many. This isn't about God causing our pain for some hidden lesson; it's
about God meeting us in our darkest moments and transforming what was meant to destroy us into something
redemptive. We live in a broken world with real spiritual opposition, and not everything that happens aligns
with God's perfect will. Yet even in this reality, we find hope: no situation is beyond God's redemptive power,
and He promises to walk with us through every trial, not as the author of our suffering, but as our deliverer
within it.
