King of Kings and Lord of Lords 

When the Bible calls Jesus the King of Kings and Lord of Lords 
(Revelation 19:16), it is without question one of the most profound 
titles and statements in the entire universe. Since Jesus rose from the 
dead conquering sin, death, and the power of the devil, this title is the 
apex, the pinnacle, the ultimate statement of who He is. There is no 
one in all of time or in the universe that can match Jesus or claim 
higher authority. 

The incredible news from the King of kings and Lord of lords is 
that He deeply loves us, has given us His identity, and called us to be 
His ambassadors of the Gospel. Second Corinthians 5:17-20 shouts 
throughout the universe this truth: 

Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation, The old 
has passed away; behold, the new has come. All this is from 
God, who through Christ reconciled us to himself and gave us 
the ministry of reconciliation; that is, in Christ God was rec-
onciling the world to himself, not counting their trespasses 
against them, and entrusting to us the message of reconcilia-
tion. Therefore, we are ambassadors for Christ, God making 
his appeal through us. We implore you on behalf of Christ, be 
reconciled to God. 

You are a new creation. You are reconciled. You have been given 
the ministry of reconciliation. You are Jesus’ ambassadors, calling the 
world to Himself. God the Father, through God the Son, Jesus, has 
called believers to be His hands, feet and voice in this world! This is 
why we must speak up for Jesus, speak up for His truth, speak up for 
truth and justice in all of life. If we don’t speak, then the voice of Je-
sus will not be heard in the marketplace, the schools, our neighbor-
hoods, and our government. God our Father, through the power of 
God the Holy Spirit, has called you by faith in God the Son, Jesus, to 
present Him to this world. That is why He is the King of kings and 
Lord of lords and we are called His ambassadors.
