*Read the passage aloud together.

*Pray for God’s wisdom to rightly understand the passage.

1. Read Amos 5:21-24. Why was the
worship of the Israelites not pleasing to the
LORD?

2. The lack of fruit in their worship was
evidence of their lack of genuine devotion to
God. In what ways is your worship marked
by a lack of genuine devotion to the LORD?

3. Read Amos 5:25-27. While making
sacrifices to the LORD, the Israelites were
also placing their hope in other deities. In
what ways do we place our hope in multiple
places?

4. Read Amos 6:1. The Israelites had a false
sense of security in the world. In what things
do you place your security?

5. Read Amos 6:4-6. Israel pursued their own
luxuries rather than caring for others. In what
ways do your own pursuits limit your
capacity to care for others?

6. The fruit that God desired from His people
is found in Amos 5:24. How does this simile
help us to understand what God desires

His people to be like? In what ways does your
devotion/worship need to be corrected so that
this is the fruit of your worship?

7. How does the blood of Jesus provide peace
and rest for us even in our failure to worship
God rightly?
