1. Look at the first two warning visions in
Amos 7:1-6. What is the similar patter in
each of these visions?

2. How does Amos respond in each of these
visions? What does that teach us about how
we should respond to correction?

3. What happens as a result of Amos’ plea
for mercy in these verses?

4. In what ways was Amos like Christ in his
response? How does this teach us to be like
Christ in our intercessions for others?

5. Look at the third vision and Amaziah’s
response to the third vision in Amos 7:7-17.
What is the significance of a plumb line?
What would happen to walls that did not
measure up to the standard?

6. How does Amaziah respond to God’s
standard of justice? How does this stand as an
example of how not to respond to God’s
correction in our own lives?

7. In this passage, what can we learn about
the manner in which Amos proclaims God’s
Word? What do we learn about opposition
to God’s Word?

8. What stands out to you from this passage
as something you can do differently in your
life?
