Observations

1. In what ways had Christ plainly communicated who He is? (v.25)
2. Why don’t the Jews believe even with a clear explanation of who He is? (v.26)
3. How are Christ’s sheep described? (v.27-29)
4. How is the Father described? (v.29)

Interpretation
5. In verse 30, what does it mean that Jesus and the Father are one?
6. What implications does the description of sheep, the description of the Father, and the unity of the 

Son and the Father have on our lives?
7. What is the significance of being in the Father’s hand?  Why do we wrestle with this truth?

Application
8. How can you walk as one securely in Christ’s hand this week?
