8). Why does God punish their iniquities? 

 

3. If you are a Christ follower, God has 

known you also. While there is no 

condemnation for those who are in Christ 

(Romans 8:1), we have been saved for a 

purpose and are called to faithfulness with 

what has been entrusted to us (Lk 12:48). The 

Israelites were unfaithful in their manner of 

worship, unfaithful to God’s order for 

sexuality, and unfaithful in caring for the poor 

and oppressed. In what ways are you 

unfaithful to God? How can you faithfully 

follow the God who has revealed Himself to 

us?
