2. Note the faithful response to the pressure 

Israel received in Ezra 4:1-3. What could 

have been the effects of compromise in these 

verses? 

 

3. Note the pressures Israel received in Ezra 

4:4-5. Relate those pressures to pressures 

God’s people receive today. How should they 

have responded? 

 

4. Read Ezra 4:24. How did Israel respond to 

the pressure? In what ways do Christians 

today compromise or cease obedience 

because of the pressures of our society? 

 

5. How should Israel have responded to the 

discouragement, fear, and bad counsel that 

they received? 

 

6. How should we respond to the pressures 

we receive as we seek to be obedient to God? 

How does trusting in the faithful, steadfast 

love of Christ, help us to be faithful? 

 

 

3. Confession and Prayer (30-45 

minutes) 

 
*Prayer: Reserve plenty of time to pray for 

one another. 

 

*Prayer Challenge: Pray that God would 

provide opportunities for you to share Christ 

with people. Pray that you would make the 

most of every opportunity (Col 4:2-6).
