Interrupt to be a Way-Maker! 
 

Four friends demonstrated: 
 

Attention: the heart to perceive the pain as your own and act as though you 
are the one hurting. 
 

Intention: a thing intended; an aim or plan, a process or manner of healing of 
incised wounds. 
 

Innovation:  make changes in something established, especially by introducing 
new methods, ideas, or products. 
 

How can you demonstrate faith with legs? Are you willing to be a mat-bearer? 
Are you willing to be a friend/ neighbor bold enough to be attentive, 
intentional and innovative? 
 
 
 
Talk to your family members about ways to be mat-bearers. 
Who are your mat-bearers? This week, reach out and thank them for their  
commitment to you.
