Key Scripture: 1 Timothy 2:1-4 (ESV) 
 
"1 First of all, then, I urge that supplications, prayers, intercessions, and 
thanksgivings be made for all people, 2 for kings and all who are in high positions, 
that we may lead a peaceful and quiet life, godly and dignified in every way. 3 
This is good, and it is pleasing in the sight of God our Savior, 4 who desires all 
people to be saved and to come to the knowledge of the truth. 
 
Discussion Questions: 
 
Prayer is a Priority 
Paul says “first of all,” making prayer foundational—not optional. 
Discussion: Why do you think Paul starts with prayer? How do you prioritize 
prayer in your life? 
 
Four Kinds of Prayer 

• Supplications – Asking for specific needs 
• Prayers – General communication with God 
• Intercessions – Praying for others 
• Thanksgivings – Expressing gratitude 

Discussion: Which type of prayer do you use most? Which one do you want 
to grow in? 

 
Pray for Everyone—Especially Leaders 
Paul says to pray for all people, especially those in authority. 
Discussion: Why is it important to pray for leaders—even those we disagree with? 



God’s Heart: Salvation for All 
Our prayers reflect God’s desire for everyone to be saved and come to the truth. 
Discussion: How does your prayer life reflect God’s mission to reach all people?
