SECOND TIMOTHY IN 2019
It only takes a brief survey of the world we live in to know beyond a 
doubt that we are living in the 2 Timothy 3 world described by the 
Apostle Paul. He says that some men of the day are like “Jannes 
and Jambres” who opposed Moses. These two were not complaining 
Israelites wandering in the wilderness. Paul would have learned 
through other traditional, outside teachings that these two were the 
Egyptian magicians who opposed Moses at the request of Pharaoh.

ANYTHING YOU CAN DO…
As seen, the pagan magicians seemingly outmatched God’s miracle 
by transforming multiple staffs into serpents. But the serpent made 
manifest by God wasn’t made by “secret arts” but divine, eternal 
power. This is the scene the Apostle used to prepare us for the day 
we live in. Interestingly Jannes means he frustrates and Jambres 
means foamy healer. The enemy, both then in Egypt and now in our 
lives, seeks to frustrate the plan of God. But even at its best, the 
enemies power is a foamy, fake replica that will exposed.

IT’S OBVIOUS
In 2 Timothy 3:8-9, Paul states that those who “oppose the truth” 
with “depraved minds” “will not make further progress; for their folly 
will be obvious to all”. 
Opposition to the truth of God’s Word and ways is at an all-time high

and rising. So how does the believer live, survive and thrive in a 2 
Timothy 3 world?
