Our programming team is training in Motivational Interviewing, an evidence-based approach that 
empowers individuals to create meaningful change in their own lives. Rather than “fixing” people, we 
walk alongside them as they rebuild—helping them move from feeling stuck to taking ownership of 
their future.
 
This reflect who we are becoming: an organization that is compassionate, professionally excellent, 
ethically grounded, and forward-thinking.
