SPOTLIGHT // ASH WEDNESDAY 

February 18th // Dinner 5:30 // Service 6:45 

Ash Wednesday marks the beginning of Lent, 
the season which leads up to Good Friday and 
Easter. Lent is a season in which we slow down 
and turn our gaze towards the suffering and 
death of Jesus. Ash Wednesday in particular 
reminds us of why Jesus died for us--to break 
the bonds of sin and death that enslave us all. 
When we receive the ashes on our foreheads 
we remember that we are mortal and that 
Christ came in the flesh to die our death so 
that we might be resurrected into everlasting 
life with him. Only through his life, death and 
resurrection can we be set free.

We will begin the evening together by 
celebrating, as a redeemed people, the love the 
Father has for us in making us his own children. 
We do this by gathering together for dinner as 
one big family of God. We will then move into 
our time of worship, fixing our eyes together 
on Jesus, the one who suffered and died so 
that we might belong to the Father.

GLOBAL MISSIONARY SPOTLIGHT
Timothy Two Project International

Timothy Two Project International exists to serve a critical need around the world. We are 
committed to equipping and training indigenous pastors and ministry leaders with the essen-
tial truths of the Christian faith so that they can train others. In this way, the mandate from 
Christ in the Great Commission to “make disciples” can be accomplished in areas of the world 
where there is little or no formal biblical and theological training available.

This past year, I trained pastors and leaders in Quito, Ecuador, Panama, Costa Rica, Kolkata, 
Delhi, and Bangalore, India, Belize, and El Salvador in person, and I conducted Zoom training 
for pastors in Kolkata and Delhi, India. My goal was to complete 10 trainings, and those goals 
were largely met (my desire was for all 10 trainings to be in person, though in this case, two 
were conducted via Zoom).

I have met several times with the SMPC missions committee, and my wife and I have minis-
tered to a number of families and individuals from Signal Pres through our free Sozo Chatta-
nooga prayer ministry. I have also attended Presbytery meetings hosted by Signal Pres. (I am 
an ordained EPC minister and a member of the Presbytery of the South.)

My ministry with Timothy Two Project International is to train under-resourced pastors and 
leaders in various countries around the world with biblical and practical truths so that they, in 
turn, can train others in their own contexts.
