Quietly pray with confession of sin to God. Forsake your sin and stand in awe of God's mercy and forgiveness.

Read Psalm 69:29-34
*What in this passage helps you give God thanks for what He has done?

BRIEF INDIVIDUAL PRAYERS OR PRAISE ALOUD
Pray aloud with thanksgiving to God one at a time for around 10-30 seconds each. Thank God for things seen in our text.

*What in this passage helps you pray to God for the right things?

EXAMPLE PRAYER REQUESTS TO PRAY NOW & ALL MONTH

Individuals pray aloud one at a time for things listed below. Please pray short prayers. You can pray more than once. Focus on concise requests
without informing God of what He knows or teaching things to the church through prayer. Pray for one person and matter at a time. Be discreet
and prudent with what you say in public prayer. God knows the details.

- Pray for our church to have unity and to be of the same mind in the Lord. Pray that we would stand fast in the gospel, rejoice in the Lord, be
gentle and kind, and be trusting and prayerful.

- Example things to pray for individuals: conversion to Christ, faithfulness in local church fellowship, repentance from sin and trusting obedience to
God, maturity and unity as a church, the will and power to obey and escape sin through God's provision; faith and peace in trials; healing and
obedience in health afflictions; increased love for God and others; sustained hope and joy in our future resurrection, wisdom for decisions and
responsibilities.
