No society can exist without some means for restraining individual rapacity.

But, if you rely on the coercive power of government to impose restraints, this will inevitably lead to a government that is
too controlling, and you will end up with no liberty, just tyranny.

On the other hand, unless you have some effective restraint, you end up with something equally dangerous —
licentiousness — the unbridled pursuit of personal appetites at the expense of the common good. This is just another
form of tyranny — where the individual is enslaved by his appetites, and the possibility of any healthy community life
crumbles.
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“Men are qualified for civil liberty, in exact proportion to their disposition to put chains upon their appetites.... Society
cannot exist unless a controlling power be placed somewhere; and the less of it there is within, the more there must be
without. It is ordained in the eternal constitution of things that men of intemperate minds cannot be free. Their passions
forge their fetters.”?

However, in early democracies, as in the American democracy at the time of its birth, all individual human rights were
granted because man is God's creature. That is, freedom was given to the individual conditionally, in the assumption of
his constant religious responsibility. Such was the heritage of the preceding thousand years. Two hundred or even fifty
years ago, it would have seemed quite impossible, in America, that an individual could be granted boundless freedom
simply for the satisfaction of his instincts or whims. Subsequently, however, all such limitations were discarded
everywhere in the West; a total liberation occurred from the moral heritage of Christian centuries with their great
reserves of mercy and sacrifice.*
