    And the LORD God formed man of the dust of the 
ground, and breathed into his nostrils the breath of life; 
and man became a living soul. 



Breathed = nâphach = inflate, blow 
hard, scatter, kindle, expire; 
figuratively, to disesteem):—

blow, breath, give up, cause to 
lose [life], seething, snuff.

Acts 2:2-4 (KJV) 
     And suddenly there came a sound from heaven as of 
a rushing mighty wind, and it filled all the house where 
they were sitting. 
     And there appeared unto them cloven tongues like 
as of fire, and it sat upon each of them. 
     And they were all filled with the Holy Ghost, and 
began to speak with other tongues, as the Spirit gave 
them utterance. 



Wind = pnoē = 
respiration, a breeze:

—breath, wind.



Acts 4:27-31 (KJV) 
    “In fact, this has happened here in this very city! For Herod 
Antipas, Pontius Pilate the governor, the Gentiles, and the people of 
Israel were all united against Jesus, your holy servant, whom you 
anointed. 
     But everything they did was determined beforehand according to 
your will. 
     And now, O Lord, hear their threats, and give us, your servants, 
great boldness in preaching your word. 
    Stretch out your hand with healing power; may miraculous signs 
and wonders be done through the name of your holy servant Jesus.” 
     After this prayer, the meeting place shook, and they were all filled 
with the Holy Spirit. Then they preached the word of God with 
boldness.
