Learning as we worship: (watch for the *** for explanations of the reasons we
practice certain parts of the Divine Service):

+ God Removes our Sin and Guilt +

**% The reason for public confession and absolution is not to drag us down
reminding us of sin, but in order that when we gather in the presence of
Almighty God we may be honest about our lives and not justify our sins before
the face of God who sees all things, including our hearts. When we confess
sins, it is not simply for the purpose of confession, although we do receive great
blessings in confessing sins. It is ultimately for the purpose of leading us to the
perfection and righteousness of Jesus Christ. We stand before God and come
boldly to His throne of grace, not because we are able to live perfect lives, but
rather, because of our Lord s perfection, given us in our baptism. Therefore,
confession and absolution reminds us that our righteousness is not our own, but
is the righteousness of another, namely Jesus of Nazareth crucified and risen
for the forgiveness of all our sins. His forgiveness inspires us to forgive others

in Christ.

First Reading Acts 17:16-31
16While Paul was waiting for them at Athens, his spirit was provoked
within him as he saw that the city was full of idols. 17So he reasoned in the
synagogue with the Jews and the devout persons, and in the marketplace
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every day with those who happened to be there. 18Some of the Epicurean
and Stoic philosophers also conversed with him. And some said, “What
does this babbler wish to say?”” Others said, “He seems to be a preacher of
foreign divinities”—because he was preaching Jesus and the resurrection.
19And they took hold of him and brought him to the Areopagus, saying,
“May we know what this new teaching is that you are presenting? 20For
you bring some strange things to our ears. We wish to know therefore
what these things mean.”

What therefore you worship as
unknown, this I proclaim to you. 24The God who made the world and
everything in it, being Lord of heaven and earth, does not live in temples
made by man, 25nor is he served by human hands, as though he needed
anything, since he himself gives to all mankind life and breath and
everything. 26And he made from one man every nation of mankind to live
on all the face of the earth, having determined allotted periods and the
boundaries of their dwelling place, 27that they should seek God, in the
hope that they might feel their way toward him and find him. Yet he is
actually not far from each one of us, 23for

“‘In him we live and move and have our being’; as even some of your
own poets have said, “‘For we are indeed his offspring.’

29Being then God’s offspring, we ought not to think that the divine being is
like gold or silver or stone, an image formed by the art and imagination of
man.
