Learning as we worship: (watch for the *** for explanations of the reasons we 
practice certain parts of the Divine Service): 

+ God Removes our Sin and Guilt + 
*** The reason for public confession and absolution is not to drag us down 
reminding us of sin, but in order that when we gather in the presence of Almighty 
God we may be honest about our lives and not justify our sins before the face of 
God who sees all things, including our hearts. When we confess sins, it is not simply 
for the purpose of confession, although we do receive great blessings in confessing 
sins. It is ultimately for the purpose of leading us to the perfection and 
righteousness of Jesus Christ. We stand before God and come boldly to His throne 
of grace, not because we are able to live perfect lives, but rather, because of our 
Lord’s perfection, given us in our baptism. Therefore, confession and absolution 
reminds us that our righteousness is not our own, but is the righteousness of 
another, namely Jesus of Nazareth crucified and risen for the forgiveness of all our 
sins. His forgiveness inspires us to forgive others in Christ.
