RULES OF ENGAGEMENT

For successful engagement during our prayer time,
please practice the following: 

Pray what you are asked to pray. Stay in alignment
with what the Holy Spirit is leading us to pray per time.
Listen for scriptures from the Holy Spirit as you pray.
Turn distracting thoughts into Thanksgiving and get
back on track.
Be intentional about casting down imaginations and
whatever is seeking to make itself more important
than knowing God. 2 Corinthians 10:4-5 (NKJV) says,
For the weapons of our warfare are not carnal but
mighty in God for pulling down strongholds, casting
down arguments and every high thing that exalts itself
against the knowledge of God, bringing every thought
into captivity to the obedience of Christ.
Move around or change position if you feel sleepy.

NOW AMONG THEM FROM THE SONS OF JUDAH WERE DANIEL,
HANANIAH, MISHAEL, AND AZARIAH. THEN THE COMMANDER

DANIEL HE ASSIGNED THE NAME BELTESHAZZAR, TO HANANIAH
SHADRACH, TO MISHAEL MESHACH, AND TO AZARIAH ABED-

NEGO.

BUT DANIEL MADE UP HIS MIND THAT HE WOULD NOT DEFILE

COMMANDER OF THE OFFICIALS THAT HE MIGHT NOT DEFILE
HIMSELF. NOW GOD GRANTED DANIEL FAVOR AND

COMPASSION IN THE SIGHT OF THE COMMANDER OF THE
OFFICIALS.

DISCIPLINE



THE COMMANDER OF THE OFFICIALS SAID TO DANIEL, “I AM
AFRAID OF MY LORD THE KING, WHO HAS ALLOTTED YOUR

FOOD AND YOUR DRINK; FOR WHY SHOULD HE SEE YOUR FACES
LOOKING GAUNT IN COMPARISON TO THE YOUTHS WHO ARE
YOUR OWN AGE? THEN YOU WOULD MAKE ME FORFEIT MY
HEAD TO THE KING.” BUT DANIEL SAID TO THE OVERSEER

WHOM THE COMMANDER OF THE OFFICIALS HAD APPOINTED
OVER DANIEL, HANANIAH, MISHAEL, AND AZARIAH, “PLEASE PUT

YOUR SERVANTS TO THE TEST FOR TEN DAYS, AND LET US BE
GIVEN SOME VEGETABLES TO EAT AND WATER TO DRINK. THEN
LET OUR APPEARANCE BE EXAMINED IN YOUR PRESENCE AND

THE APPEARANCE OF THE YOUTHS WHO ARE EATING THE KING’S
CHOICE FOOD; AND DEAL WITH YOUR SERVANTS ACCORDING

TO WHAT YOU SEE.”

FAVOR & BOLDNESS



SO HE LISTENED TO THEM IN THIS MATTER, AND PUT THEM TO
THE TEST FOR TEN DAYS. AND AT THE END OF TEN DAYS THEIR
APPEARANCE SEEMED BETTER, AND THEY WERE FATTER THAN
ALL THE YOUTHS WHO HAD BEEN EATING THE KING’S CHOICE
FOOD. SO THE OVERSEER CONTINUED TO WITHHOLD THEIR
