Lord Send Someone Else
Adapted from “5 Excuses of Moses” series by Dennis Marquardt

So often we can find excuses to keep us from doing what we know we should. In
the case of Moses being asked by God to lead His people, Moses used some excuses
that we may have used ourselves. As you process this lesson allow the Holy Spirit to
guide you to rid yourself of excuses.

We can come up with some bizarre excuses for our actions. Society seems to teach
that the more eccentric the excuse the more likely it will be accepted for our behavior.
Consider the following article:

We've all been there. That time your alarm mysteriously didn’t go off, you
couldn’t find your keys and the train was late. But, there’s another breed of
latecomers out there — those who don’t seem the least bit bothered by clocking
in late for work.

According to a new CareerBuilder survey, when asked how often they come in
late to work, more than 1 in 4 workers (29 percent) admitted they do it at least
once a month — up from 25 percent last year — and 16 percent say it's a weekly
occurrence for them — up 3 percentage points since last year.

Most of the time when people are late, the excuses are pretty common. But other
times, the story gets stranger — which can make it harder to believe. When
asked about the most outrageous excuses employees have given for being late,
employers shared the following:

e | forgot it wasn’t the weekend.

e | put petroleum jelly in my eyes.

¢ | had to watch a soccer game that was being played in Europe.
¢ | thought Flag Day was a legal holiday.

e My pet turtle needed to visit the exotic animal clinic.

e The wind blew the deck off my house.

e | overslept because my kids changed all the clocks in the house.
e | was cornered by a moose.

e My mother locked me in the closet.
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e The pizza | ordered was late being delivered, and | had to be home to
accept/pay for it.

e The sunrise was so beautiful that | had to stop and take it in.

e My mother-in-law wouldn’t stop talking.

e My dad offered to make me a grilled cheese sandwich, and | couldn’t say
no.!
