Gifts and Baptism of the Holy Spirit

Paul lists in 1 Corinthians 12, Nine gifts or manifestations
of the spirit. These are supernatural tools or equipment
for Christian service. Any spirit filled Christian can
manifest any of these gifts as the Spirit directs.

Three Categories/Groups of Spiritual Gifts

Group One: Revelation Gifts — Supernaturally REVEAL
Something

- A word of wisdom
- Aword of knowledge
- Discerning of spirits



Three Categories/Groups of Spiritual Gifts

Group Two: Power Gifts — Supernaturally DO something

- The gift of special faith
- The gifts of healings

- The workings of miracles



Three Categories/Groups of Spiritual Gifts

Group Three: Vocal/Inspirational Gifts

- The gift of prophecy
- The gift of tongues
- The interpretation of tongues




Why Focus on the “Nine” and not all?
