Antiquities of the Jews (1.6.1) "Magog
founded those that from him were
named Magogites, but who are by the
Greeks called Scythians".



Ez 12:15 “And they shall know that | am
the Lord, when | disperse them among

the nations and scatter them among the
countries.” (6:6-9 ALSO)

Jer 29:14 “I will restore your fortunes and
gather you from all the nations and all
the places where | have driven you,
declares the Lord, and | will bring you
back to the place from which | sent you
into exile.”



Jer 29:10 “For thus says the Lord: When
seventy years are completed for Babylon,
| will visit you, and | will fulfill to you my
