Ps 1:2-3

1) Let go of the past. 

Lk 23:34 “Father forgive them, for they do 
not know what they do.” 



2) Help others who are experiencing 
the same struggle.

Lk 23:43 “Assuredly I say to you, today you 
will be with Me in Paradise.” 



3) Be sure you’re taken care of those 
near you.

Jhn 19:26-27 “Woman, behold your son… 
Behold your mother.” 



4) Aim your hard questions at God, not 
man.

Matt 27:46 “My God, My God, why have 
You forsaken Me?” 



5) Be assured, there is a purpose and 
an end.

Jhn 19:30 “It is finished!” 



6) Reiterate point 1, surrender your day 
to God, and let it go.

Lk 24:46 “Into Your hands I commit My 
spirit”
