The "Sea" was a metal basin 7.5 feet (2.3 m) tall and
15 feet (4.6 m) in diameter. It held 12,000 gallons
(44,000 liters) of water for the priests to wash in. It was
supported by twelve bronze oxen in sets of three, facing
in each direction (1 Kings 7:23-26; cf. 2 Chron. 4:2-5),
