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A. Abraham, Isaac and Ishmael 
     Meet Abraham  

1. His name means “The Father of Many.” 

2. The first of the Hebrew patriarchs and a figure revered by the three 

great monotheistic religions—Judaism, Christianity and Islam. 

3. He lived in Ur, on the Euphrates, in Iraq.  

4. When he was 70, God told him to “go”—and he did. (Canaan; Gen. 12) 

5. God promised him he would become the father of a great nation.   

7. Abraham set up camp in Shechem and God said, “I am going to 

give this land to your offspring.” (Gen. 12:7) 

8. Issue: Abraham (75 yrs.) and Sarah (66 yrs.) had no offspring.  
 

      Meet Ishmael 
1. Because Sarah was old, she instructed Abraham to conceive a child 

with her servant Hagar.   

2. Though not in keeping with God’s plan, it was an acceptable practice 

for infertile couples in this culture.  

3. Ishmael was born as the offspring of Abraham and Hagar.  

4. God made a promise to Ishmael in Gen 21:31, that he would 

“…make a nation of the descendants of Hagar’s son…”  

5. Ishmael is considered the father of the Arab people.  
 

      Meet Isaac  
1. A decade and a half after Ishmael was born, Isaac was born.  

2. Abraham was 99 yrs. old and Sarah was 90 yrs. old.  

3. God sealed his promise with Abram (Abraham) and Sarah (Sarai).   

4. Genesis 17: 5-6 (“….for you will be the father of many nations…”) 

was not just a promise but a covenant.  

5. The Jewish custom of circumcision began (Gen. 17:13ff).  

6. “Isaac” means “laughter” because Sarah laughed when she was told 

she would bear a child in her old age.  

7. Sarah wanted Hagar and Ishmael sent away so that Isaac would 

receive a bigger inheritance—which broke Abraham’s heart.   

8. The biggest test in scriptures—for a man, specifically, Abraham, 

came when God called him to sacrifice Isaac.  With faithful 

obedience that seems incomprehensible, Abraham builds an altar 

and raises his knife.  Only then did God stop him.  Most biblical 

scholars see this as a foreshadowing of another Father-Son story. 
(Gen. 22; LESSON:  What Abraham was willing to do—sacrifice his son—God did!) 

9. Abraham and Sarah; and Isaac and Rebekah are buried in the cave 

of Machpelah near Hebron in a huge mosque called the Tomb of the 

Patriarchs.  Herod the Great built the site more than 2,000 yrs. ago.

C. Compromise in the Middle East?  
Genesis 22:1, 10-12, NASB95 - 1 Now it came about after these things, 

that God tested Abraham, and said to him, “Abraham!” And he said,  

“Here I am!”  2 He said, “Take now your son, your only son, whom you 

love, Isaac, and go to the land of Moriah, and offer him there as a burnt 

offering on one of the mountains of which I will tell you…”10 Abraham 

stretched out his hand and took the knife to slay his son. 11 But the angel 

of the LORD called to him from heaven and said, “Abraham, Abraham!” 

And he said, “Here I am.” 12 He said, “Do not stretch out your hand 

against the lad, and do nothing to him; for now I know that you fear 

God, since you have not withheld your son, your only son, from Me.”  

Surah 37:101-107, Koran: And, when he, his son, was old enough to 
walk with him, he said: “Oh my son! I have seen and dreamed that I am 
slaughtering you. So look what you think!” He said: “Oh, my father! Do 
that which you are commanded, if Allah wills, you shall find me of the 
patient.”  Then, when they had both submitted themselves, and he had 
laid him prostate on his forehead, he (a force) called out to him: “Oh, 
Abraham, you have fulfilled the dream, verily, thus do we reward the 
doers of good. Verily, that indeed was the manifest trial period and we 
ransomed him with a great sacrifice.” [NOTE: Nowhere is “Ishmael” named in the 

Koran as being the sacrifice.  It is the tradition of Islam but not specifically stated that Ishmael 
was the one sacrificed.  A concern for Arab scholars is that, according to Mohammed, 
Abraham dumped Hagar and Ishmael in the desert region of what would one day become 
Mecca in the 4th Century AD when Ishmael was a baby.  According to Mohammed, he did not 
see him again until his second marriage. (Surah 11:71ff)].  
 

Galatians 4:21–23, NASB95 - 21 Tell me, you who want to be under law, 
do you not listen to the law? 22 For it is written that Abraham had two 
sons, one by the bondwoman and one by the free woman. 23 But the son 
by the bondwoman was born according to the flesh, and the son by the 
free woman through the promise.
