archer and only here, in Gen. 9:13, it is used figuratively referring to a rainbow] inthe ClOUd,
and it shall be for a sign of a covenant between Me and the earth. ™ “It
shall come about, when | bring a cloud over the earth, that the bow will
be seen in the cloud, '® and | will remember My covenant, which is
between Me and you and every living creature of all flesh; and never

again shall the water become a flood to destroy all flesh.

L et’s think about the bow. A bow is an instrument of war, but God has
transformed it into a picture of His grace and faithfulness, a guarantee of peace.
God could certainly turn the bow of judgment upon us, because we’ve broken His
law and deserve judgment. But He has turned the bow toward heaven and taken the punishment
