Paul’s Authority
“This letter is from Paul, an apostle. I was 
not appointed by any group of people or any 
human authority, but by Jesus Christ himself 
and by God the Father, who raised Jesus 
from the dead.  All the brothers and sisters 
here join me in sending this letter to the 
churches of Galatia.”  Gal 1:1-2 NLT



Paul’s Authority
“Dear brothers and sisters, I want you to 
understand that the gospel message I 
preach is not based on mere human 
reasoning. I received my message from no 
human source, and no one taught me. 
Instead, I received it by direct revelation 
from Jesus Christ.” Gal 1:11-12 NLT



Paul’s Authority
“Saul, Saul, why do you persecute me?” 
“Who are you, Lord?” Saul asked. “I am 
Jesus, whom you are persecuting,” he 
replied. “Now get up and go into the city, 
and you will be told what you must do.”  
Acts 9:4-6 NIV
