Understanding Which Enemy 
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Matthew 13:24-30 TPT, 1 Samuel 15:3 KJV

•When you're called to do great things, an enemy 
will plant bad near you.

•You can do good for a season, but the moment 
you pause or rest, you let you guard down 
(sleep).

•When you’re in Christ, the enemy runs knowing 
he can’t take you on.
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•When you have a passive spirit, it’s always 
reminding you of where you’ve been.

•Remind the enemy of where’s he’s going.
•Passivity makes you so docile that you won’t 
engage; you focus on others rather than
yourself.



Understanding Which Enemy

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•Passivity = Tolerance
•“show more love” instead of “here’s the
truth”.

•Real belief is being obedient on the path to
righteousness.

•Passivity creates a watered- down belief.
