LORD;

There was Herod killing the children
Jer 31:15 Thus saith the LORD; A voice was heard in Ramah, lamentation, and bitter weeping;

Rahel weeping for her children refused to be comforted for her children, because they 1were not.

The Virgin birth fulfilled.
Isa 7:14 Therefore the Lord himself shall give you a sign; Behold, a virgin shall conceive, and
bear a son, and shall call his name Immanuel.
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Isa 7:15 Butter and honey shall he eat, that he may know to refuse the evil, and choose the
good.

Isa 7:16 For before the child shall know to refuse the evil, and choose the good, the land that
thou abhorrest shall be forsaken of both her kings.

John the Baptist preparing the way of the Lord.

Isa 40:3 The voice of him that crieth in the wilderness, Prepare ye the way of the LORD, make
straight in the desert a highway for our God.

Isa 40:4 Every valley shall be exalted, and every mountain and hill shall be made low: and the
crooked shall be made straight, and the rough places plain:

Isa 40:5 And the glory of the LORD shall be revealed, and all flesh shall see it together: for the
mouth of the LORD hath spoken i7.

Dan 9:24 Seventy weeks are determined upon thy people and upon thy holy city, to finish the
transgression, and to make an end of sins, and to make reconciliation for iniquity, and to bring
in everlasting righteousness, and to seal up the vision and prophecy, and to anoint the most
Holy.

1. Made of a woman,

Heb 4:15 For we have not an high priest which cannot be touched with the feeling of our
infirmities; but was in all points tempted like as we are, yet without sin.

Heb 2:9 But we see Jesus, who was made a little lower than the angels for the suffering of
death, crowned with glory and honour; that he by the grace of God should taste death for every
man.

2. Made under the law,

Rom 3:20 Therefore by the deeds of the law there shall no flesh be justified in his sight: for by
the law is the knowledge of sin.

Gal 4:4 But when the fulness of the time was come, God sent forth his Son, made of a woman,
made under the law,

Gal 4:5 To redeem them that were under the law, that we might receive the adoption of sons.

Gal 4:6 And because ye are sons, God hath sent forth the Spirit of his Son into your hearts,
crying, Abba, Father.
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Gal 4:7 Wherefore thou art no more a servant, but a son; and if a son, then an heir of God
through Christ.
