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OPENING (3-4 Minutes)

Start thinking:
When you hear “Spirit-empowered life,” what comes to mind?

Pray briefly and invite the Holy Spirit to guide your discussion.

FOUNDATION

God created you to know Him. Through faith in Jesus, you are forgiven, made righteous, and
made new. The Holy Spirit now lives in you.

Acts 1:8 (NKJV)
“But you shall receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you; and you shall be
witnesses to Me...”

Salvation brings relationship.

Power - Faith, Healings, Miracles
Vocal - Prophecy, Tongues, Interpretation

e Functionin order (1 Cor 14:40)
e Glorify Jesus
