Joseph Had Every Reason to Believe Life Was Against Him 

- Why do you think Joseph never allowed bitterness to define him?

- What does it mean that Jesus is coming back for a glorious church, and 
how should that truth influence the way we live today? 

 
Get a few people to read: Proverbs 13:20, Genesis 39:2 & Genesis 39:21 
 

Let us conclude 
 

- Proverbs 13:20 teaches that the people we walk with shape us how can 
we intentionally choose friendships and influences that draw us closer to 
Jesus rather than away from Him? 

- In what ways can social media be “discipling” your thoughts and beliefs 
without you realising it, and how can you guard your mind from that 
influence? 

- How do you personally determine whether a voice, relationship, or 
influence is helping you grow in God or killing your spiritual fire? 

- What does it practically look like to “focus on the Kingdom” and not be 
distracted by things that do not align with God’s purpose for your life? 

- Joseph’s life (Genesis 39:2, 39:21) shows that even in hardship, “the Lord 
was with him” how does this truth change the way you view rejection, 
delay, or unfair situations? 

- What does it mean to boldly declare “I am anointed, I have the Holy Spirit, 
I will make it,” and how can this faith-filled mindset shape the decisions 
you make daily?
