To introduce the sermon for Sunday Pastor made a few points, let us discuss 
them:  
 
Before we do get two people to read: Isaiah 55:10-11 & Isaiah 45:18 & 21 
 

- How does believing that God does nothing accidentally change the way 
you see your own life? 

- In what ways does your perception of God affect how you talk to Him or 
trust Him? 

- What does it mean to you personally that you are alive on purpose and 
not by coincidence? 
 

Get someone to read: Acts 9:1-9 
In this encounter Saul realized he had been wrong and was blinded by the 
experience, showing his humility and need for God’s guidance. This moment 
changed his life, helping him find God and discover a new purpose to serve 
Jesus instead of fighting against Him.

1. PURPOSE: LORD, WHAT DO YOU WANT ME TO DO? 
 

Get a few people to read: Jeremiah 1:5, Ephesians 2:10 & Proverbs 29:18 
 

- How did Saul’s question “Lord, what do You want me to do?” change his 
life and purpose? 

- Why do you think having vision and purpose is important for our daily 
lives? 

- What distractions or fears can stop people from walking in their God-
given purpose? 

- Have you ever asked God about your purpose? 
- What is one small step you can take this week to follow God’s purpose for 

you? 
 

2. RELATIONSHIP: WHO ARE YOU LORD? 
 

Get a few people to read: John 14:6, 2 Timothy 3:5 & John 10:10 
 

- Why do you think Paul asked, “Who are You, Lord?” before asking what to 
do? 

- What does having a real relationship with Jesus mean to you personally? 
- How is knowing Jesus different from just following religious rules or 

traditions? 
- Which power of Jesus (forgiveness, freedom, new identity, peace, eternal 

life) stands out most to you? Why? 
- What are some practical ways people can build a relationship with Jesus 

in everyday life? 
 

Paul asked these two questions that changed his whole life now the 
question to you is: WHO IS JESUS TO YOU?
