“God With Us” is an essential, joyful truth of Christmas
and communicates God’s orientation to us and the way
in which God desires to relate to us as we trust in Him.

Intro: Immanueal = “God With Us”:
An awesome prophecy wrapped up in a name.
Isaiah 7:14; Matthew 1:18-25
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Know therefore and understand that from the going out of
the word to restore and build Jerusalem to the coming of

an anointed one, a prince, there shall be seven weeks.
Then for sixty-two weeks it shall be built again with
squares and moat, butin a troubled time. (26) And after
the sixty-two weeks, an anointed one shall be cut off and
shall have nothing.
