			A.	Submission	is	an	act	of	trust	in	God’s	authority	
										-	Biblical	submission	does	not	imply	inferiority		
																			but	implies	faith.	
									-This	mirrors	the	N.T.	call	for	believers	to	submit	to		
																God-ordained	authority	structures.		
																(Ephesians	5:22–24;	Colossians	3:18)		
										-	Importantly,	submission	is	never	absolute;		
																			obedience	to	God	always	comes	first!	Acts	5:29	
										-Submission	becomes	an	act		of	worship-entrusting					
																				oneself	to	the	Lord	who	sees	and	judges	justly.
