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The Lion’s hearing is so good that they can hear prey 

up to a mile away.

Lions can’t see in the dark, but they have more 

light sensitive cells packed in their eyes which 

means they only need 1/6th the light that humans 

need to see at night.

Lions are able to sniff out prey that is close by, 

and even guess at how long it has been there.

The Lion’s canine teeth are over 2.5 inches long

The muzzle of the Lion is like a human’s 

fingerprints, with no two sharing the same 

pattern of whiskers.

The Lion’s roar is 25 times louder than a gas 

lawn mower and can be heard up to 

5 miles away!
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The Lion is the only cat that has 

tufts of hair on the end of its tail.

The Lion’s legs are so strong that 

they can run at speeds up to 50 mph 

and jump almost 12 feet into the air.

The adult Lion’s body is up to 8 feet 

long and they can typically weigh 

up to 500 pounds.

Lions have very few sweat glands, 

so in order to cool themselves 

down, they pant up to 200 times a 

minute.
