1 Samuel 15:3-5(NKJV)

Now go and attack Amalek, and utterly 
destroy all that they have, and do not 
spare them. But kill both man and 
woman, infant and nursing child, ox 
and sheep, camel and donkey.’” 4 So Saul 
gathered the people together and 
numbered them in Telaim, two hundred 
thousand foot soldiers and ten 
thousand men of Judah. 5 And Saul came 
to a city of Amalek, and lay in wait in 
the valley. 



1 Samuel 15:7-9(NKJV)

And Saul attacked the Amalekites…8 He 
also took Agag king of the Amalekites 
alive, and utterly destroyed all the 
people with the edge of the sword. 9 But 
Saul and the people spared Agag and the 
best of the sheep, the oxen, the fatlings, 
the lambs, and all that was good, and 
were unwilling to utterly destroy them. 
But everything despised and worthless, 
that they utterly destroyed. 



1 Samuel 15:13-15(NKJV)

Then Samuel went to Saul, and Saul said 
to him, “Blessed are you of the LORD! I 
have performed the commandment of the 
LORD.” 14 But Samuel said, “What then is 
this bleating of the sheep in my ears, and 
the lowing of the oxen which I hear?” 
15 And Saul said, “They have brought 
them from the Amalekites; for the people 
spared the best of the sheep and the oxen, 
to sacrifice to the LORD your God; and the 
rest we have utterly destroyed.”

Church Membership By Generation
Silent Gen – 1998-2000 = 77%

2016-2018 = 68%

Millennial Gen – 1998-2000 = n/a
2016-2018 = 42%
