


Matthew 21:12ESV

And Jesus entered the temple and drove out all who sold and 
bought in the temple, and he overturned the tables of the money-
changers and the seats of those who sold pigeons. 13 He said to 
them, “It is written, ‘My house shall be called a house of prayer,’ 
but you make it a den of robbers.” 



John 17:1-5ESV

When Jesus had spoken these words, he lifted up his eyes to heaven, 
and said, “Father, the hour has come; glorify your Son that the Son 
may glorify you, 2 since you have given him authority over all flesh, 
to give eternal life to all whom you have given him. 3 And this is 
eternal life, that they know you, the only true God, and Jesus 
Christ whom you have sent. 4 I glorified you on earth, having 
accomplished the work that you gave me to do. 5 And now, Father, 
glorify me in your own presence with the glory that I had with you 
before the world existed.”



John 17:6-10ESV

I have manifested your name to the people whom you gave me out of 
the world. Yours they were, and you gave them to me, and they have 
kept your word. 7 Now they know that everything that you have 
given me is from you. 8 For I have given them the words that you gave 
me, and they have received them and have come to know in truth 
that I came from you; and they have believed that you sent me. 9 I am 
praying for them. I am not praying for the world but for those 
whom you have given me, for they are yours. 10 All mine are yours, 
and yours are mine, and I am glorified in them.



John 17:11-13ESV

And I am no longer in the world, but they are in the world, and I am 
coming to you. Holy Father, keep them in your name, which you have 
given me, that they may be one, even as we are one. 12 While I was 
with them, I kept them in your name, which you have given me. I have 
guarded them, and not one of them has been lost except the son of 
destruction, that the Scripture might be fulfilled. 13 But now I am 
coming to you, and these things I speak in the world, that they may 
have my joy fulfilled in themselves.



John 17:14-19ESV

I have given them your word, and the world has hated them because 
they are not of the world, just as I am not of the world. 15 I do not 
ask that you take them out of the world, but that you keep them 
from the evil one. 16 They are not of the world, just as I am not of 
the world. 17 Sanctify them in the truth; your word is truth. 18 As 
you sent me into the world, so I have sent them into the world. 
19 And for their sake I consecrate myself, that they also may be 
sanctified in truth.



John 17:20-23ESV

I do not ask for these only, but also for those who will believe in 
me through their word, 21 that they may all be one, just as you, 
Father, are in me, and I in you, that they also may be in us, so that 
the world may believe that you have sent me. 22 The glory that you 
have given me I have given to them, that they may be one even as we 
are one, 23 I in them and you in me, that they may become perfectly 
one, so that the world may know that you sent me and loved them 
even as you loved me. 



John 17:24-26ESV

Father, I desire that they also, whom you have given me, may be with 
me where I am, to see my glory that you have given me because you 
loved me before the foundation of the world. 25 O righteous Father, 
even though the world does not know you, I know you, and these 
know that you have sent me. 26 I made known to them your name, and 
I will continue to make it known, that the love with which you have 
loved me may be in them, and I in them.”



17 Sanctify them in the truth; your word is truth.

Sanctify= To be set apart; To be Holy; it does not 
exist without a turning from sin in repentance;



Satan is a master at revealing the sins of others 
while deceiving you from your own sin.



Luke 13:3ESV

unless you repent, you will all likewise perish.



The prayer of repentance is NOT the word SORRY.



1 Corinthians 7:9-10NKJV

Now I rejoice, not that you were made sorry, but that your 
sorrow led to repentance. For you were made sorry in a 
godly manner, that you might suffer loss from us in nothing. 
10 For godly sorrow produces repentance leading to 
salvation, not to be regretted; but the sorrow of the world 
produces death.



Sorry people are always repeat offenders. 



Hebrews 12:14-17esV

Strive for peace with everyone, and for the holiness without which 
no one will see the Lord. 15 See to it that no one fails to obtain the 
grace of God; that no “root of bitterness” springs up and causes 
trouble, and by it many become defiled; 16 that no one is sexually 
immoral or unholy like Esau, who sold his birthright for a single 
meal. 17 For you know that afterward, when he desired to inherit 
the blessing, he was rejected, for he found no chance to repent, 
though he sought it with tears.



True Prayer of Repentance:
• Prayed in Humility, with an aching heart and no desire to 

protect your reputation.
• Prayed in Trust and full confidence that the mercy of God 

covers your sin.
• Prayed in Faith that the power of grace will help you overcome 

your sin.
• It ends with the fruit of sanctification that you have been 

saved through a relationship with truth.



If you want to bear fruit, you must perpetually repent of 
the sin that is in your life.



Romans 2:4esV
