3 Ways Believers Live Ready in the Last Days

We turn.
We serve.
We wait.

1. We turn from idols that deceive to the God who saves.

... They tell how you turned to God from idols ...
1 Thessalonians 1:9 NIV

An idol is anything you put in God’s place.

But mark this: There will be terrible times in the last days. *People
will be lovers of themselves, lovers of money, boastful, proud,
abusive, disobedient to their parents, ungrateful, unholy, Swithout
love, unforgiving, ... “lovers of pleasure rather than lovers of God—
*having a form of godliness but denying its power. Have nothing to
do with such people. 2 Timothy 3:1-5 NIV



2. We serve the living God, not dead idols.

... They tell how you turned to God from idols to serve the living and
true God ... 1 Thessalonians 1:9 NIV

3. We wait actively, preparing for the return of Christ.

... They tell how you turned to God from idols to serve the living and
true God, "%and to wait for his Son from heaven, whom [God] raised

from the dead—Jesus, who rescues us from the coming wrath.
